AGH University Campus

Our campus is unique and one of a kind in Poland,  

as it encompasses all teaching and research facilities, 

main faculty offices, administrative buildings, and student 

organisations, all situated within one district of the city.

Accommodation

Private flat/apartment 

Many students in Krakow opt to live in private flats, either sharing 

with others or living on their own. You can search for a flat  

or apartment on webistes such as OLX and Otodom.
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Living costs and services

In comparison to other European cities, Kraków is a relatively 

inexpensive place to live and study - a student can get by on 

around 600 euros per month. 1 EURO = around 4.3 zloty PLN

Monthly expenses (average cost): 

• rent in a shared flat (or dormitory) at the AGH University 

Campus – 100-150 euros;

• food – 200 euros; 

• transportation – 20 euros; 

• mobile phone/Internet/TV – 30 euros; 

• study materials – 50 euros; 

• other expenses (leisure/entertainment) – 100 euros.

Examples of some other selected prices: 

• bread (1 loaf) – 2 euro; 

• milk (1 litre) – 0.7 euro; 

• lunch in a canteen – 5 euros; 

• coffee in a café – 2-3 euros; 

• cinema ticket – 6 euros.

Student Discounts:

All students in Poland receive 50% discount on public 

transportation and 51% on long-distance trains. Student 

discount is also offered at majority of cinemas, museums, some 

restaurants and cafes. Make sure to organize your Student 

ID as soon as you arrive so that you can take advantage  

of all discounts immediately.
